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EXERCISE AND EDUCATION ON THE FOX RIVER TRAIL  

Users of the Fox River Trail are noticing a new addition to the 
views of the river.  Brown County has installed new informa-
tional signs at 12 points along the Fox River Trail.  The purpose 
of the signs is to identify significant local historical events and 
raise awareness of the value of the waterways, past and pre-
sent. 
 

The signs are a culmination of a long-time dream of many area 
organizations including the Port of Green Bay, Brown County 
Facility & Park Management, the City of Green Bay, the Brown 
County Historical Society, and Friends of the Fox River Trail.  
The idea was carried forward by a Chamber of Commerce  
Leadership Green Bay (LGB) 
team. 

 

“We were impressed with what we learned on History Day during our 
LGB program and thought this would be a great way to share some of 
the colorful stories of Green Bay's past with both residents and visitors,” 
said Marilyn Bazett-Jones, a 2007 graduate of Leadership Green Bay.  
"We collaborated on research with the Brown County Library, the Neville 
Museum, and Heritage Hill State Historical Park, with authenticating help 
from our Historical Society.  Larry Haack, Jr., a design student at North-
east Wisconsin Technical College, took up our creative challenge and 
designed the sign template," she continued.  
 

Brown County then applied for a grant through the Wisconsin Coastal Management Program to pay for 
the signs  The $12,500 grant was matched by Brown County Facility & Park Management and the Port & 
Solid Waste Department, along with donations from each of the eight LGB team members' employers and 

Schenck Business Solutions.  
 

Four of the signs are dedicated to educating the public about the economic 
impact and importance of the Port of Green Bay.  “The Fox River Trail sees 
more than 150,000 people each year,” stated Dean Haen, Manager for the 
Port of Green Bay.  “Most people use the trail for recreational purposes, but 
there is also an opportunity to educate the public on the activities and his-
tory of the Fox River which includes the growth of the Port.” 
 

Doug Hartman, with Brown County Facility & Park Management, says that 
the current downtown development of the riverfront will create more recrea-
tional opportunities to bring the community to the water.  “These signs come 
at a good time,” Hartman commented.  “Incorporating an educational piece 
into the trail will only entice more people to use it and to bring more aware-
ness to the history and use of the Fox River.”
